The LP jacket carried the
designation “VPsX-0089 STEREQ
and on the outside of the shrink wrap
was a sticker that read: “Certified com-
patible stereo/4-channel recording.
Designed for high performance on any
stereo or discrete quadraphonic sys-
lem.”

Many record labels look at the
double inventory wea as a “mess™ and
hope 1t doesn’t become a widespread
reality. Al least three record company
executives said that their decision (still
pending) on which system 10 go for
guadrasome— 50 matrix, Q05 matnx or
CD-4 discrete—will he based on
“avoiding the double inventory prob-
lem.™

Stan Kaven, viee president for CBS
Records which developed and mar-
keted the 5Q matrix system and
charges a dollar extra for I..]'lhldl’d'-ﬂmi..
.slhumn said: “All of us look forward
to the day when there will be only one
record. But, because of the extra costs
imvalved in quadrasomc. there must be
a two-siep process.”

Bob Kornheser, vice president of
tape sales for Atdantic Records, said
WEA would stick with their double in-
ventory and dollar higher price for
quadr.mmu. even limugh at the same
ume, Dave Glew, vice president of
sales for the label, wishiully hoped that
the label could * ﬂu a different dirce-
tion in the future,”

Felt RCA Erred

RCA made a mistake, Kornheser
felt. “when they didn’t raise the price
on therr gquadrasonic record. There's
certainly more justificanon for a price
increase between sterco and guadriso-
nic than there was between monaural
and stereo, because of the vastly in-
creased costs,” He pointed o the costs
of woling up for the different com-
pound necessary for quadrasonic al-
bums, and the increased costs in mixe-
ing the records.” He smid some albums
were costing 520000 o 330,000 addi-
tionally in “mixdown charges alone.

“Thus, o charge the same prnice for a
quadrasonic aihum as & stereo album is
ndiculous. 1 can only surmise that

all need for diversity in programming:
2. the needs and tastes of the commu-
nity should be ascertained and satis-
fied, and 3. the av vilahility of the types
of programming in the area should he
considered when a citizens’ group pro-
tests the loss of a “umgue” type, The
court was not convinced that these
suidelimes are heing universally ap-
plied,

On legal and technical grounds, the
court added that when a “factual dis-
pute” is involved m a case concerming
the public interest in a formal a hear-
ing by the FCC is mandatory. In the
"u"L{ LN-FM case, the FCC agreed
without hearing the evidence, that the
new owner needed o make the change
in format to avoid Nnancial loss, Bul
the Citizens” Committee charged that
WOLN-FM was at the time making
money on the progressive rock and had
radsed s eard rates accordingly. {The
station had previouwsly lost money on
polden oldies and country music for-
malts. )

On availability, the 11000 petnuon-
ers claimed there was no other progres-
sive rock station in the area. while the
FOC attempted to answer this by stat-
ing that some of the progressive type of
music would show up in Top Forty
area station airplay. To this, the court
said, “We deal here with format, not
occasstonal duphications of selections.™
Also, it held “the presence or absence
of an alternative source is a matenal 1s-
sue,” in cases of basic format change.
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RCA wanted w establivh quadrasonic
in the market place and figured to
come out ahead in the long run. But
that type of thinking would be im-
practical for us. So, how do we avoid
double inventory? Can anybody uan-
swer that? Theres no way out of 1"
But even Kornheiser hoped that the
double inventory siuaton could be
phased aut at the point*w h::nilp.nm o
put everything oul i quadrasonic.”

The onme great factor in the whaole
double inventory situation, Kornheiser
said, 15 that “the CD-4 discrete record
is really compatible,”

Field Stafl Teaching

RCA, meanwhile, s hoping to be
ahle 10 avold a double mmventory situ-
ation by a vast educational campaign
and even now its 40 field representa-
tives are visiting dealers to alert them 1o
marketing procedures for the Cuad-
radisc—specifically, that it should be
racked along with regular stereo al-
bums as well as in special quadrasomc
displays,

At the same ume, several other la-
bels are “on the fence™ regarding
quadrasonic records. CTI Records
stepped down from the fence last week
with the release in 50 matrix ol s
“Deodato”™ album. But Gil Friesen,
vice president of administranon for
A&M Records, said, “It's premature 1o
say that we're close 1o making a decr-
sion on which system o become in-
volved in ... whether Sansui or dis-
crete. But the retailer s very concerned
about having to stock a douhle inven-
tory. That will be a factor in any deci-
ston we make”

[rn light of the roubles RCA is hav-
ing aft the dealer level with the conlu-
sion aboul quadrasonic versus stereo,
Friesen said: "A pity, since they have
the system that would eliminate all
double inventory problems.”™

A&M Holds back

A& M has been holding back on two
albums, one by Quiney Jones and an-

other by Rick Whitman, pending a de-
cision on quadrasonic, Earlier, the
company had distributed a Carole
King album on Ode Records in Sansui
matrix quadrasonic and quadrasonic
sales were 12,000, a rather small figure
in comparison (e the sales in stereo of
the same album, Her “Tapestry™ al-
bum, which wasn’t in quadrasonic,
sold around four million units, for ex-
ample.

Vanguard Records reports that s
gquadrasonic product 15 heginning 1o
grab on very strong on 4 one-lo-one
basis in classical music "and it's also
calching on in the pop field, The SQ
matrix system does evervihing we
want. There may be confusion now
about which system will win, but in the
end it's got w be S0, said Herb Cor-
sack, vice president of sales and pro-
maolion.

Marvin Schlachter, head of Chess/
Janus Records, said he was thinking in-
creasingly ol quadrasonic and had “ex-
amined both systems but are sull siting
on the fence. We haven't felt the mar-
ket strong enough vet 1w pul any
records oul.™ But, at the very moment
contacted, he was sitting with producer
John Schroeder talking about quad-
rasomic and said that the firm which
put out s twpes wanted to pul out
quadrasonic tape cartridges of Chess/
Janus product.

Gilew wanted o impress upon the in-
dustry the great need o “iry not 1o get
tow excited or crazy” about quadrason-
w, “recall the davs when evervone
Nooded the market with 8-track car-
iridges and over-supphied the de-
mand?”
