Budget Narrative

WSU: The proposed budget for Washington State University includes $24,000. for wages ($20/hr at 40 hrs/wk for 30 weeks, with WSU benefits rate of 15.7%) for a person with a BS degree in an agricultural science to monitor potato fields on a weekly bases for late blight and other foliar diseases of potato. Monitoring will be done form May through September. This person will also update the IPM late blight forecasting website and help incorporate the late blight forecasting models and system into Ag Weather Net. Travel is required from Pullman in eastern Washington to the Columbia Basin in south-central and central Washington for the field monitoring. Travel to areas in Oregon will be covered by the budget from Oregon State University, Hermiston. Money is requested for lab supplies to support lab assays and isolating strains of Phytophthora infestans, the late blight organism (Table 1).

OSU (IPPC):

IPPC personnel will access all monitoring data from Oregon and Washington using an automated file upload, and develop an automated system for making and updating survey/outbreak maps, plus work with Fox Weather LLC to convert 15 day, “days-of-rain” forecasts to maps. Work to be supervised and conducted primarily by Len Coop (Entomology, pest modeling, GIS, and programming) (0.20 FTE x $4,326.42/month for 12 months) with assistance of  Programmer/Software Engineer Dan Debrito (0.15 FTE x $6,500/month for 12 months). Benefits (known as OPE at OSU) computed from actual costs (retirement, health insurance etc.) are 50.567% of salary and 49.9541% of salary, respectively, for amounts of $5,251 and $5,845, respectively. Computer upgrades and supplies (hard drives, UPS, charges from network computing) needed to support the project total $1,500. Travel expected to include local travel to meet with project collaborators ($800) and to a national PIPE or NPDN meeting to report project results ($2,000). Total OSU (IPPC) travel $2,800. Subcontract to Fox Weather LLC for providing spatialized 15-day rainfall forecasts for the region total costs $19,000. Total direct costs $56,479. Indirect cost allowed by PIPE program is 10%, or $5,648. Total OSU (IPPC) costs $62,127.
